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Windrush Plaque

On Wednesday 11 October the Mayor of Thurrock, Cllr Sue Little, and Cllr
George Coxshall, Cabinet member for Health, Adults' Health and
Community, unveiled a Windrush plaque at Grays Town Hall, as part of the
council’s Black History Month celebrations. A video of the ribbon cutting is
available to view online.

This year marks the 75th anniversary of the arrival of HMT Empire
Windrush in Tilbury Docks. The plaque, which used to be on display in the
old civic office building, now has pride of place in the Town Hall entrance.
It was first put up 25 years ago to mark the 50th anniversary of the
Windrush Day.

As well as the plaque, the Town Hall lobby boasts the Sharing Our Lives display. Created with Together Productions, the
display shares some of the stories that make up the rich history of Thurrock’s role in helping to usher in multicultural
Britain. Cllr Coxshall spoke about the Sharing Our Lives exhibition as part of the ceremony.

Sharing Our Lives is available to view for free during Town Hall opening hours.

The GLC pupils played a key role in collecting community voices and stories which are featured in the
drawing.

Primary Holiday Provision

On 28 September 2023, Year 7 students had the
opportunity to learn about University life during a
presentation by Emmanuel College, University of
Cambridge. Students learnt about finance, lectures,
seminars, tutorials and all of the wider sporting and
social opportunities that are available at University.
Thank you to Fran and Jenna for delivering a highly |}
successful session. This will be followed up with a visit
to Hertford College, University of Oxford at the end of
November. Students were very positive about their
experience with comments such as:

“I didn’t know so much about University life, but now I definitely want to apply”, and “I am looking forward to
visiting Universities to give me an idea of what I want to study after my GCSEs and A Levels”.

Year 7 students have been working hard learning about different chopping hold techniques such as their bridge and the
claw grip. Students have also been learning and demonstrating different cutting techniques such as julienne and
segmentation.

They then moved onto looking at carbohydrates and the different types such as simple and complex carbohydrates and
the functions they have within the body. Students have made some brilliant cheese muffins.
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On 19 September, Year 1 participated in field work, they collected
leaves and classified them using a leaf spotter. They retrieved
information from prior lessons to distinguish whether leaves came
from a deciduous or evergreen tree and then specifically
categorised and identified the name of trees that the leaves came
from.

They were able to name multiple trees found in the UK and
recognise their leaves by shape.
